NOTICE OF SUBMISSION

MCU07/0216 - DEVELOPMENT PERMIT FOR A MATERIAL CHANGE OF USE (SHOPPING COMPLEX, HOTEL & SHOWROOMS)

797 DAVID LOW WAY, MUDJIMBA

Surfing World Sunshine Coast Pty Ltd has submitted an application to construct a shopping centre on flood-prone land at Mudjimba.  This proposal conflicts with many aspects of Maroochy Plan 2000, State Planning Policy 1/03 and the South East Queensland Regional Plan.

Our primary concerns are:

1. The proposal conflicts with the dominant land use prescribed in Maroochy Plan 2000 for the land.  The land has the strategic use designations of “urban” and “rural or valued habitat”.

2. The proposal conflicts with Council’s planned hierarchy of commercial activity centres.  It would disrupt the orderly development of these centres throughout the Sunshine Coast.  The size of the proposed development is so great that it would severely affect trading in many existing centres.

3. The proposal would remove native vegetation on the site identified as essential habitat for wildlife listed under the Nature Conservation Act 1992.

4. The applicant has not demonstrated an overriding need in the public interest for the proposal, as required by the SEQ Regional Plan and State Planning Policy 1/03, for development on flood prone land.

Development Watch requests that the application be refused.
